Kendal Parish Church is:

 Identify and act on mission opportunities for all ages in the parish setting including 

those arising from occasional offices. 

 Identify and act on mission opportunities in the town and surrounding areas, 

including those relating to the traditional civic functions of the church. 

 Collaborate with other members of the South Kendal (Helm) Group of Churches and 

our ecumenical partners. 

 Nurture our existing congregations, be sensitive to their spiritual needs and support 

them on their Christian journey. 

 Continue the development of liturgy and teaching. 

 Identify, encourage and develop lay ministry. 

 Identify and encourage leaders in all areas, particularly those related to children and 

young people. 

 

To help us in this work to share the love of Christ we are seeking an 

energetic priest who has the strong desire, vision and insight to lead us 

forward in our endeavours and: 

 is a good listener and an effective communicator, 

 will provide spiritual support along with pastoral care, 

 can successfully manage and prioritise competing demands, 

 has the skills necessary to manage people (paid staff and volunteers) and enable 

them to use their gifts and 

 is skilled at bringing together people of differing views and opinions.

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Our Objectives: 

 

Identify and act on mission opportunities for all ages in the parish 

setting, including those arising from occasional offices 

 

With our families and young people 

Work among young people and their families benefits from the recent appointment of a 

part-time paid person responsible for óChildrenôs Churchô and work with young families. We 

now regularly have a core of half a dozen under 12ôs who with their parents attend the 

10.00am Parish Communion service and other young families come less frequently.  Our 

choristers sing at Sunday services and attend weekday practices and club night with their 

familiesô support . On the second Sunday of the month we have our family service and the 

Guides, Brownies, Boys Brigade and the recently formed Kendal Boys Choir (a feeder for 

the robed choir) also attend and participate in this service. Some local primary and 

secondary schools choose to celebrate their Christmas carol services here. Our work with 

young people is seen as a vital aspect of our outreach in sharing the love of Christ and for 

diversifying and growing the congregation. We would like to build this up further. 

 

Reaching out through our occasional offices  

Many people living both within and outside the parish boundaries have links with the church 

through baptisms, weddings and funerals. Infant baptisms can generate congregations of 

well over 200 people. We have begun work among those bringing their babies for baptism 

and this has been well received but there is still great potential for growth. We would like to 

develop our ministry to the bereaved, and to consider ways of ministering to those being 

married here and their families  

 

Identify and act on mission opportunities in the town and surrounding 

areas, including those relating to the traditional civic functions of the 

church 

 

Thanks to volunteer stewards the church is open for visitors daily throughout the summer 

months. Our civic function in the town is also seen as an opportunity to review and grow our 

mission to the town - the Mayorôs Service, Remembrance Sunday service and the Border 

Regiment service are regular civic occasions.  
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Collaborate with other members of the South Kendal Group of Churches 

and ecumenical partners 

 

As part of the Deanery strategy parishes are being asked to consider ways of working 

collaboratively with their neighbours. In our case this involves seeking ways of developing 

our relationships with the parishes of Natland, Old and New Hutton, and Crosscrake in the 

Helm Group.  

We aim to develop our collaboration with our ecumenical partners through Christians 

Together in Kentdale and to work more closely with the other two Anglican parish churches 

in the town. 

 

Nurture the existing congregations and be sensitive to their spiritual 

needs and support them on their Christian journey 

 

For each of our services there are faithful, committed and loyal congregations who are 

generous with their time and resources. We are not unusual in having mainly older, and 

declining, congregations for all but the 10.00am services and the Taize services. The 

10.00am congregation has a broader range of ages and most recognise the value of 

attracting and welcoming younger people. All recognise that the future will bring change 

and most are open to this, but some members will have difficulty in coping with change. We 

need to nurture our existing congregations and encourage their support of others taking 

their first steps toward faith.  

 

Continue the development of liturgy and teaching 

 

We have a "cathedral style" of worship and offer a liturgy covering the full range of 

Common Worship and Book of Common Prayer services which is augmented by the 

wonderful musical tradition of our choirs.  

We value the opportunity to learn about the faith and seek to develop and grow on our 

Christian journey. We value good preaching, and have benefited from a mix of preachers 

giving us a broad perspective of the faith. One of our Licensed Lay Ministers is also the 

Deanery Training Advisor and this is seen as an opportunity to develop the provision of 

Christian education in the form of teaching courses and lay training across the area. 

 

Identify, encourage and develop lay ministry 

 

Lay people are involved in our worship as servers, readers, intercessors, and chalice 

administrants and in these and other areas ï including ministry to the bereaved, to baptism 

contacts, to marriage contacts, in pastoral care, and study group leadership - we would like 

to encourage and develop lay involvement. 
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
